At the beach, 
opt for a couple’s surfing lesson or a 
sunset kayak paddle on the Monterey 
Bay. Visit a tasting room, where an 
intimate experience awaits. The wine-
maker who makes wine during the week 

regularly pours wine in the tasting room 
on the weekends, enabling visitors to 
have a one-on-one experience with lo-
cal winemakers. Pack a picnic and find 
a spot on a beach blanket at Manresa 
State Beach in south county, where the 
crowds are fewer and the sunsets glori-
ous.
