morning

Or opt for baked goods and coffee at Companion
Bakeshop on the Westside. After breakfast, rent a beach
cruiser or an electric hike and ride along West Cliff Drive,
and stop at the Santa Cruz Surfing Museum, overlooking
the dramatically beautiful surf spot Steamer Lane. Or for
the more sports-minded, enjoy a round of golf at DeLa-
veaga Golf Course.

Mid Day
Explore the fascinating marine life exhibits of the Seymour
Center at Long Marine Lab. Take a selfie next to Ms. Blue,
one of the world’s largest displayed Blue Whale skeletons
and tour the marine mammal research facility. Take a free
tour of the Santa Cruz Wharf and then pay a visit to the
admission-free Monterey Bay National Marine Sanctuary
Exploration Center nearby. Enjoy lunch on the outside
patio at The Picnic Basket in the beach area, or Pacific
Thai in Downtown Santa Cruz.

ﬂﬂernoon

wares at the Artisans Gallery, or pick up a good read at
Bookshop Santa Cruz.

Indulge in
wild rides and family fun at the Santa Cruz Beach Board-
walk, then lounge on the sand at Main Beach.
